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Congress sends team to

ister and senior Congress leader

Kamal Nath was called in to cool
tempers in the two factions of the
Congress in Rajasthan — one led by
Ashok Gehlot and the other by
Sachin Pilot.

The duo is locked in a standoff, in an
unintended offshoot of the ongoing elec-
tion of the Congress president.

Sources in the Congress, who know
Gehlot, say he may not file a nomination
for the president’s post at all so that he
gets to keep his chief ministership. He is
supposed to file a nomination
on Tuesday.

MLAs ‘loyal’ to Gehlot had resigned
en masse over the weekend, though the
Rajasthan Assembly Speaker’s office
asserted it had not received any resig-
nation letters.

This has led the Congress high com-
mand to derive that the resignations were
orchestrated by the Gehlot camp. Rahul
Gandhi hinted that the one-man one-
post rule applied to Gehlot and he would
have to give up the CM’s post if he
became party president.

“This is a rebellion! Mrs (Sonia)
Gandhi is extremely angry at what is hap-
pening in Rajasthan. She may order dis-
ciplinary action against the MLAs,” said
a former Congress Working Committee
(CWC) member.

As party president, Gandhi dis-
patched two All-India Congress
Committee (AICC) observers, general
secretary Ajay Maken and leader of the
Opposition in the Rajya Sabha,
Mallikarjun Kharge, on Sunday to meet
the observers and Gehlot.

The MLASs stayed away from a meet-
ing with the observers. After his meeting
with Gehlot, Kharge said, “We have
informed the Congress president about
what happened on Sunday. Everybody
has to abide by whatever decision is tak-
en eventually. There should be discipline
in the party.”

Later, three Cong MLAs, who are
Gehlot supporters, met the observers.

Speaking to reporters in Jaipur,
Maken said, “Pratap Khachariyawas,
Shanti Dhariwal and CP Joshi met us and

put three demands before us. One was to
announce the implementation of a reso-
lution of handing over the responsibility
(to appoint a CM) to Congress president
after October 19. We said it'll be a conflict
of interest (referring to the likely eleva-
tion of Gehlot to the position).” Maken
added that if Gehlot becomes Congress
president, he could empower himself
with the right to designate the chief min-
ister if he thinks it appropriate.

Maken said the second condition was
MLAs wanted to meet them in groups.
“We told them we would only meet
MLAs individually. They did not accept
this.” The three leaders said if Gehlot
resigns, the new chief minister must be
from his group, not the Sachin Pilot
group. We said that their exact senti-
ments will be conveyed to the Congress
chief, who will take a decision after talk-
ing to Gehlot and others.”

He added, “We waited for more MLAS
to come, but they didn't. Kharge and I
are going to Delhi to submit our report
to the Congress chief. No one has any
idea about the number and identities of
the MLAs, who have or haven’t resigned.
We are hopeful of finding a solution.”

Meanwhile, in Kerala, for the Bharat
Jodo Yatra, Rahul held a meeting with
party general secretary K Venugopal,

who then flew to Delhi to advise Sonia
Gandhi on the developments.

Rival parties BJP and Aam Aadmi
Party (AAP) could not conceal their
delight at these developments. Union
minister Anurag Thakur said: “There was
not enough entertainment in the Bharat
Jodo Yatra. So now, the Congress is offer-
ing us non-stop soap operas.”

AAP said, “Judging by the recent
events, the Congress is engaged in a
Bharat todo and Congress todo yatra.”

An air of uncertainty hangs over the
party. On one hand, many state units are
passing resolutions asking Rahul to
become party president. But there are
other concerns.

“The arrangement was that Gehlot
was to continue as CM until the election.
And after the election, as state units kept
asking for Rahul, he would have
resigned. But now, he is also quite inse-
cure. What if he quits the chief minister-
ship, becomes party president and then
Rahul changes his mind?” said a former
CWC member.

The test will come if and when
Gehlot files his nomination papers. If
he does not, former Union minister and
MP Shashi Tharoor, who is also planning
to contest, could be elected in a one-
horse race.

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Coal crisis hits SAIL’s
Bhilai plant output

Raipur, 26 September

Bhilai Steel Plant (BSP), an arm of state-
run Steel Authority of India (SAIL), has
been reeling from a severe coking coal cri-
sis that has reportedly affected the output
of the company. The stock of imported
coking coal in the BSP has been depleting
fast for a fortnight.

A stranded ferry from the
Visakhapatnam port is cited to be the rea-
son for plunging it into a deep crisis.

Atop SAIL official said a huge quantity
of coking coal shipped from Australia is
lying in the port while the railways is yet
to provide the required rakes to transport
the raw material to BSP. The railways is
reportedly not giving priority to SAIL’s
unit that has further complicated the
problem, the official added.

Railway officials could not be contact-
ed but the spokesperson said BSPis trying
to resolve the issue at the earliest.

“The officials have held a high-level
meeting with railway officials and are con-
stantly monitoring the loading and dis-
patch from the port,” the BSP spokesper-
son said.

Loading work has been increased in
the port and efforts are on to ferry maxi-
mum number of rakes to the plant from
the busiest Raipur-Visakhapatnam rail
section, he added.
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The rail section, besides bringing the
raw material from the port, also transports
coal extracted in Chhattisgarh to the ships
for export.

A major portion of the section is single
line that makes it the busiest rail route
where maximum traffic is freight.

The BSP spokesperson said there had
been some improvement in the stock, and
hopefully, the company would overcome
the crisis in the next few days.

Imported coking coke plays an impor-
tant role in the production of steel in the
SAIL facility. The unit requires huge quan-
tities of indigenous and foreign coal to
prepare coke in the ovens every day.

RAJASTHAN
1.2 mnfarmers
benefit from

power subsidy

The Rajasthan government’s move to
provide subsidised electricity to farmers
under the Mukhyamantri Kisan Mitra
Urja Yojana has started benefiting the
agricultural community.

Under the scheme, electricity bills of
about 750,000 farmers have become
zero, said a senior official of the state
energy department.

Energy Minister Bhanwar Singh
Bhati said this scheme was meant to
increase the incomes of farmers and
free them from the worry of electricity
expenses.

The state government on July 17 last
year launched the scheme.

Bhati said agricultural consumers
who had rural meters in the general cat-
egory benefited.

He said consumers were given a sub-
sidy of ¥1,000 per month on their agri-
culture electricity bills, going up to
312,000 a year.

“In any month, if the electricity bill
month is less than 1,000, the balance
is adjusted in the coming months in the
same financial year, so that farmers get
the full benefit of this concession. The
agriculture bill of marginal and medium
farmers has become almost nil,” the

minister said.

The Uttar Pradesh government has
emerged asthetopbuyeronthe
Government e-Marketplace (GeM)
portal with a gross merchandise value
(GMV) of more than 324,000 crore.

The central government’s GeM
portal, launched by Prime Minister
Narendra Modiin August 2016, isan end-
to-end e-marketplace, where commonly
used goods and services are procured by
the central and different state
government organisations and wings.

The move aims to promote
indigenousindustries and new micro,

small and medium enterprises and usher
intransparency and competitionin the
government purchase spectrum.

“In2021-22, the state clocked a
procurement value of11,274 crore,
which is more than 10 per cent of the total
GeM procurement that fiscal year. So far,
the state has made purchases worth over
324,000 crore,” said Kumar Chandrahas
Jha, chiefexecutive officer of GeM at the
Union commerce and industry ministry.

InUP, nearly 14,000 buyers and
428,000sellers are onboard the
platform. The Centre felicitated UPwith
the Best Buyer Award in 2018 and Super
Buyer Award in 2019.

The value of GeM procurement by the

government in 2021-22 is nearly double
the value clocked by the state the
previous fiscal year.

Across India, the GeM portal
reported atotal GMV ofRl trillion in
2021-22, while the total value of the
procurementsince its commissioning
crossed itsX3-trillion benchmark.

At present, about 62,000
government sector buyersand 5.1
million sellers and service providers are
registered with GeM.

The Centre has incrementally been
expanding the GeM shopping basket
by offering over 300 services and
10,000 goods categories for
government sector buyers.
